1.  All transportation to camp activities will be provided by CHP approved busses.  We do not provide transportation to 
and from a camper’s home. 

2.  When at the pool, lifeguards and counselors are present at all times.  Campers must pass a swim test before being 
allowed in water deeper than 3 feet.  Swimming lessons available for an additional fee.  

3.  One t-shirt will be provided to each camper.  T-shirts MUST be worn on the first day of each session and field trip days.  
Additional t-shirts may be purchased for $10. 

4.  No refunds will be given for missed days of camp. 

5.   Changes in schedule must be made in advance to be honored.
